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 “The Metamorphosis” is about a character, named Gregor Samsa, to wake up one morning and find himself transformed into a grotesque insect.  He is dumbfounded and clueless to what to do.  However, his family is even more shocked as they discover their son, and brother, transformed into a hideous insect.  They try for a few days to help Gregor but he is beyond their control. Nonetheless, their help does not last long and Gregor is eventually left alone to die. Because Gregor feels that is what is best for the family, and does not want to conflict any other pain to his family members, he does on his own to die.

Although the family members have been portrayed to be very loving and helpful through Gregor’s transformation, their helping hand is soon drawn back and does not last long.  This makes the whole family members the protagonists. On the other hand, Gregor is seen acting out of selfishness because he does not want to cause any more trouble in the lives of his beloved family members, and is proven to be the protagonist.

Through this story, Kafka teaches the reader about a very profound and important moral.  Kafka teaches us never to judge a book by a cover, and to never give up so early.  Gregor’s family has mostly abandoned him from the beginning, and he was seen hopeless.  Readers are able to realize that we must continue to help and be by the side of our lovers, no matter what the circumstances might be.
