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 One of the first things one would notice about this short story, “A Good Man Is Hard To Find,” is the point of view: third person limited. Although, the main story seems to be pretty much about the grandmother. There are many foreshadowing hints throughout the beginning. The part when the grandmother reads in the newspaper about “The Misfit” foreshadows of their unfortunate encounter in the future. It is ironic when “the next morning the grandmother was the first one in the car, ready to go” when she was the most opposed to the trip. Moreover, another foreshadowing is seen when, due to the grandmother’s mistake, the car rolls up twice and “The Misfit” and his two other accompanies encounter. In addition, the grandmother’s hat brim that she left drop to the ground hints of her death later. Eventually, the whole family, including the grandmother, is killed by the gunshots. O’Connor’s view and the title of the book and “The Misfit” can relate in a way because O’Connor displays how rare it is to encounter a good man, and “The Misfit’s” view of the world is so pessimistic as well.
