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 After reading this short story, “Greasy Lake”, one of the first things an individual might notice is how vivid of a writer Boyle is. Boyle makes very good use of imagery from the beginning to the end of the short story. In addition, the reader possibly might also be able to notice the foreshadowing when the main character drops his car keys when getting out of the car. The key-dropping moment prefigured of the bad events to occur. 

The themes that could possibly be discussed are to never act impulsively and be too quick to judge. The whole quarreling scene happened because Digby made a premature decision and acted upon it. Had Digby not done that, none of the things would have happened to the three characters. In addition, the theme of youth and conflict can be discussed. The characters as a youth tried to pose bad, hardcore, and gangster-like images. Boyle also makes many uses of simile throughout the short story, from beginning to the end.

 Moreover, the decayed body in the Greasy Lake could have been a symbol for how the main character, or the other two characters, could have ended up like. A reader might presume the grotesque decayed body in the lake possibly might be Al, the guy the two girls at the end were looking for. 

Eventually, Digby and his friends figure out the tires are still intact, and trail off back to their homes as fast as they can.
